2. Anyone leaving camp must notify the Director.

4. Campers driving a vehicle must park it, lock it, and

turn in the keys to the director.
5. Boys and Girls will have separate swim times.

6. DRESS CODE: Girls are expected to wear slacks,

jeans, or a dress or skirt to evening services.
Boys are expected to wear slacks or jeans with
appropriate shirts to evening services.
